Concrete Update 
After our congregational meeting at the end of July we have some updates on the main entrance 

concrete and ADA compliance. Cost of simply replacing the concrete is $6100.  Cost of adding  

heated elements was over $20,000. Cost of adding a railing is $3000 additional.  The council has 

decided at this time to replace the concrete without the heated element, while adding extra snow  

removal and better melting product.  If we add the railing it will happen after the concrete is set in 

about a year.  In the meantime, we will work with an ADA consultant to look at our total campus. We 

are asking that you consider making a financial donation to offset the cost of this important project.
